ORDINANCE NO. 276-16
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF GRAND MOUND, IOWA, BY ADDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO STORM WATER DRAINAGE SYSTEM DISTRICT UTILITY

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Grand Mound, Iowa:

SECTION 1.  NEW CHAPTER.  The Code of Ordinances of the City of Grand Mound, Iowa, is amended by adding a new Chapter 103, entitled STORM WATER DRAINAGE SYSTEM DISTRICT UTILITY, which is hereby adopted to read as follows:
CHAPTER 103
STORM WATER DRAINAGE UTILITY

___.01    PURPOSE.  The purpose of this chapter is to establish the Storm Water Drainage Utility and authorize a fee for the use of, and discharge to, the public storm water drainage system.  

___.02    FEE.  Each residential, commercial, and industrial premises shall pay a monthly fee of  three dollars ($3.00) for storm water drainage system service provided by the City. 

___.03    PAYMENT OF BILLS.  The storm water drainage utility fee shall be due and payable under the same terms and conditions provided for payment of a combined service account as contained in Section 92.03 of this Code of Ordinances.  All City services may be discontinued in accordance with the provisions contained in Section 92.04 if the combined service account becomes delinquent, and the provisions contained in Section 92.07 relating to lien notices shall also apply in the event of a delinquent account.
(Code of Iowa, Sec. 384.84)

___.04    LIEN FOR NONPAYMENT.  The owner of the premises served and any lessee or tenant thereof are jointly and severally liable for charges for the operation and maintenance of the storm water drainage system.  Fees remaining unpaid and delinquent shall constitute a lien upon the premises served and shall be certified by the Clerk to the County Treasurer for collection in the same manner as property taxes.

___.05    USE OF FUNDS.  All revenues and moneys derived from the collection of the storm water drainage utility fee shall be paid to and held by the City separate and apart from all other funds of the City, and all of said sums and all other funds and moneys incident to the operation of said system, as may be delivered to the City, shall be deposited in a separate fund designated the “Drainage System Improvements Fund,” and the Council shall administer said fund in a manner provided by the Code of Iowa and all other laws pertaining thereto.
SECTION 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
