August 8th, 2016
Mayor Crosthwaite, called the City Council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Council members present were; Warren, M. Beuthien, Guy, C. Beuthien.

Mayor Crosthwaite called for Citizen Inquiries: Mr. Pendleton inquired about working on a camper outdoors for no more than 3 weeks; Mayor Crosthwaite advised that would be permitted; however no commercial business may be ran out of the shop as it is zoned residential. Mr. Pendleton also requested for a rut within the City Boulevard to be filled in and seeded; Mayor Crosthwaite requested the PW Dept. to do so. 

The Clinton County Sheriff’s report read and showed The Clinton County Sheriff’s Office spent 86.05 hours in the City of Grand Mound from June 26th, 2016 through July 25th, 2016. During this time, Deputies issued 2 warnings, 1 citations, and handled 6 incidents and answered 14 calls in the City of Grand Mound.  

City Attorney’s Report: Pillers, reported he is still actively working on the Sewer Warranty Claim, and will contact ISG and MPT for an update.

Motion by Guy, Second by M. Beuthien to appoint Daniel Figley to fill the vacant council seat. Ayes: All.  The Oath of Office was administered to, and taken by Daniel Figley. 

Council requested the PW Dept. to order flashers for the speed limit sign on Sunnyside Street, as well as to request continued police presence at the intersection near West & Sunnyside Street. 

Mayor Crosthwaite discussed concerns from a property owner regarding sewer abatement repairs. Per Attorney Pillers; the homeowner will need to contact the contractor who completed the work. 

Mayor Crosthwaite discussed concerns he had received from citizens regarding neighboring sump pumps discharging onto the City Street, and causing ponding on neighboring boulevards. At this time, it is noted by Attorney Pillers to be a private issue that the individual home owners/neighbors will need to address; however the City Clerk will reach out to our Engineer to ask for additional information on similar issues in other towns. 

Motion by Warren, Second by C. Beuthien to approve the Direct Deposit of Payroll through a First Trust and Savings Bank Account; effective 08/19/2016. Ayes: All. 

The Expression Swing received no motion to pass due to cost and size. 

Motion by M. Beuthien, Second by C. Beuthien to accept the bid from LL Pelling to provide grade and chip seal to the alley running North & South between Sunnyside to Fulton/ East to Smith Street. As well as grade and chip seal to the alley intersection between Sunnyside to the Light Pole/ Smith to Williams. To be completed this year. Ayes: All. 

The PW Dept. reported the backing for the City Hall sign has been ordered.

Mayor Crosthwaite declared the UTV Draft Ordinance to be added to the September agenda for its First reading, to allow UTVs to be operated upon City streets.

The Nuisance Ordinance Draft is tabled until the September Agenda pending further research from Attorney Pillers.

No bids were available for the City Park Restroom renovation project; Council requested the PW Dept. to have bids available for the 9/12/16 Council meeting. 

Mayor Crosthwaite scheduled a City Council town drive through via golf carts on 9/8/16 at 5:30 p.m. Council members will meet at the City Hall parking lot, and then do a drive through of the town to look at areas of improvement/concern. Citizens are invited to attend via their own transportation, as it is an open meeting.  

A project schedule was provided for the 2016 Storm Sewer Improvement Project. A citizen presented questions regarding the project. 

Resolution No. 16-15 “FY16 Street Finance Report” was introduced by Guy, with a second by Warren. Roll Call: Warren- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye. Figley-Aye; Nays: None. Resolution 16-15 passed and was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite.

City Employee’s Report: PW Superintendent, Kilburg, reported the lagoons had been sludge judged and are reported to have an average of 13-14 inches of sludge. Kilburg is to inquire about the point at which having the lagoons dredged is recommended. Kilburg reported 3 more trees need to come down, however the budget may need to be amended to do so; Mayor Crosthwaite advised Kilburg to proceed with removing the 3 trees. Kilburg reported the ditch was cleaned by JJJ and he will now be working with Visu-Sewer to jet the storm sewer connected near the Phone Company. 

City Clerk’s Report: City Clerk, Conner, reported the DNR approved the change request submitted for improvements to be made to the tennis courts. The next step will be to apply for the LWCF grant, and then to re-apply for the CCDA fund B grant. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Crosthwaite reported on an up and coming program called “Keep Iowa Beautiful” that may be in our County in the future. Mayor Crosthwaite reminded the PW Dept. to monitor the tires being removed at the property on East Street, to insure that continues. Mayor Crosthwaite also reported that he had been approached by a citizen who is interested in obtaining bids for the City as a contractor; Council advised they would consider it and report back. 

Chairperson Warren: Council member Warren, requested the PW dept. to trim the weeds near the new welcome signs and be sure it is being mowed and maintained appropriately. Warren asked the PW Dept. if meters had been ordered; Kilburg replied they had.

Chairperson C. Beuthien: No report at this time.

Chairperson Guy: Council member, Guy, asked the PW Dept. to ensure the storm sewer grates in town were being kept free of debris. Guy inquired about the specifics of requiring driveways which impede water to have a tube/culvert. The City Clerk will research this, and report back to Guy. 

Chairperson M. Beuthien: Council member, M. Beuthien, requested the PW Dept. to ensure that the City sidewalks are being repaired, and if the current contractor is unavailable to contact an additional contractor. In addition to repairing the sidewalks; M. Beuthien requested the PW Dept. to keep the City sidewalks clear of debris and mud on a regular basis. M. Beuthien asked the City Clerk what the deadline and process is for those who have not completed sidewalk repairs. The deadline is August 13th, 2016. If the sidewalk is not repaired, the PW Dept. will hire a contractor to repair the original areas marked by the PW Dept. The homeowner will receive a copy of the bill, which is due within 30 days. If not paid within 30 days, the homeowner will receive a notice of intent to file a lien. An invoice over 60 days old will be sent as a lien against the property to the Clinton County Treasurer’s office. 


Motion by Warren, Second by Guy to adjourn at 8:40 p.m. Ayes; All.
