No citizen inquiries were presented.

The Clinton County Sheriff’s report read and showed The Clinton County Sheriff’s Office spent 84.05 hours in the City of Grand Mound from April 26th, 2016 through May 25th, 2016. During this time, Deputies handled 6 incidents and answered 6 calls in the City of Grand Mound.  

City Attorney’s Report: Pillers, reported he is still actively working on the Sewer Warranty Claim, Lateral letters were issued, and he will report on the sidewalk & fencing inquiries by the Council at the July Meeting. 

Rick Waack attended the meeting to discuss the details of the sewer repairs that were required without notice due to complications during a separate sewer abatement project. Due to the complications, the City will be sharing the cost of the repairs (50/50) with Mr. Waack; including the seal coating patch on the boulevard. 

ICAP representative Norm Nielsen, attended the City Council meeting to explain how the Children’s Day Event is covered by ICAP. ICAP has requested copies of the Bounce House vendor’s insurance certificate and contract to be reviewed prior to the City approving the Bounce House Vendor.

Motion by Warren, Second by M. Beuthien to approve the Storm Water Improvement Project Agreement with ISG (Engineer), to be signed by Mayor Crosthwaite. Ayes; All.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Warren to approve financing the Storm Water Improvement Project through a 10 year loan with First Trust & Savings bank at a rate of 3.25%. The repayment of the loan will be pledged from the new storm water utility fees and the remainder will come from a portion of the Capital Improvement Funds obtained through the LOST (Local Option Sales Tax) Funds each year.  

The Council requested The PW Department to verify the sump pump violation at 624 Clinton Street has been corrected by completing a physical inspection of the inside of the building, to verify the sewer access has been capped off, and report back at the July Council Meeting.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by M. Beuthien to close the street for the Children’s Day Celebration & Car Show on July 23rd. East Street to the Fire Station & Fulton Street to the Rail Road Tracks. Ayes; All. 

Motion by M. Beuthien, Second by Warren to donate $1,500.00 to the Grand Mound Community Club.  Ayes: All. 

The Expression Swing was tabled pending further details on the cost and options to have one built.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Warren to reimburse the GM Ball Club for 8 porta potties for the 4th of July Celebration. Ayes; All. 

Motion by C. Beuthien Second by M. Beuthien to place a lien on Parcel # 4601430000 for sidewalk repairs if not paid in full by 06/15/2016. Ayes: All.

Motion by M. Beuthien, Second by C. Beuthien to place a lien on Parcel # 4602523000 for Abatement fees of Weeds & Brush on 06/14/2016. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Warren, Second by C. Beuthien to remove a lien on Parcel # 4601280000 in the amount of $209.88 for Utility Bills that have been paid in full. Ayes: All. 

Setting a Date & Time for the City Council Town Walk through was tabled until the August 2016 Agenda, to be set for September or October. 

Mayor Crosthwaite declared the July City Council Meeting to be moved to Tuesday July 19th, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall. 

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Warren to approve the GIS Benefits/Boon-Chapman Agreement. Ayes; All. 

Street Bids were tabled to the July Meeting. Council requested the PW Department to research additional rock options to help reduce dust. Council also requested the PW Department to do further research on additional street repair coatings for next year.

Motion by Warren, Second by C. Beuthien to accept Council Member Hobart Stutt’s Resignation effective 06/13/2016. Ayes: All.

Filling the Vacant Council seat by Special Election or Appointment was tabled until the July Meeting.

Resolution No.16-10 “A Resolution Approving the Transfer of Funds” was introduced by C. Beuthien, with a second by Warren. Roll Call: Warren- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye, Guy-Absent, Stutt- Resigned. Nayes: None. Mayor Crosthwaite signed the Resolution. 

Resolution No.16-11 “A Resolution Adopting the Home Base Iowa Program” was introduced by Warren, with a second by M. Beuthien. Roll Call: Warren- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Absent, Stutt- Resigned. Nayes: None. Mayor Crosthwaite signed the Resolution.

Ordinance No. 276-16 Storm Water Drainage Utility-“An Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Grand Mound, Iowa, by adding provisions pertaining to Storm Water Drainage System District Utility” had the second of three readings introduced by C. Beuthien, with a Second by M. Beuthien. Roll Call: Warren- Aye, Stutt- Resigned, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Absent, M. Beuthien- Aye. A complete copy of the Ordinance will be published in the Dewitt Observer, and posted at City Hall, First Trust & Savings Bank, & The Post Office in Grand Mound. 

City Employee’s Report: PW Superintendent Kilburg, reported; the Lagoons will be done discharging on Wednesday 6/15/16. Rural Water will be sludge judging the lagoons in July. The City Hall parking lot will be closed for a day to repair and re-paint, no specific date selected yet. A hydrant at the cemetery in need of repair will be capped, however there are 2 additional hydrants that will remain open. 

City Clerk’s Report: City Clerk Conner, reported; a citizen was fined for failure to abate junk vehicles, Mrs. Behr was notified of the Memorial Bench being installed at City Hall. The change proposal for the Tennis Courts has been submitted to the DNR. There were 6 brown water complaints, with Tuesdays seeming to be a pattern. The PW Department will check on the backwashing of the filters to help address the concerns. Attorney Pillers confirmed that a vendor may be denied for leaving garbage and items behind from the 4th of July last year.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Crosthwaite discussed the use of overtime by the PW Superintendent, Kilburg. Kilburg reported that items have started to get caught up. Mayor Crosthwaite requested that hours be kept to 40 when possible.

Chairperson Warren- No report.
Chairperson C. Beuthien- No report.
Chairperson Guy: Absent.
Chairperson M. Beuthien- Council Member M. Beuthien inquired about a citizen with junk/unlicensed vehicles- the Clerk reported that the vehicles were now licensed and the junk vehicle was being stored inside. The absence of a sidewalk at the West/South End of Fulton Street was discussed as a possibility of having one added. The water back up that occurs near the phone company was discussed. Council requested Kilburg, to have the storm drain jetted. 
Chairperson Stutt- Resigned.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Warren to adjourn at 8:40 p.m. Ayes; All.
