No citizen inquiries were presented.

The Clinton County Sheriff’s report showed the Clinton County Sheriff’s Office spent 70.00 hours in the City of Grand Mound from February 26th, 2016 through March 25th, 2016. During that time, deputies issued 4 warnings, handled 1 incident and answered 8 calls in the City of Grand Mound. 

City Attorney’s Report: Attorney Pillers was absent.

Nick Machovec provided the Council with a presentation on Molyneaux Insurance. 

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Warren to deny a Citizen request for 2 City owned trees to be removed at the City’s expense at 401 Lincoln Street; citing the reason for the denial, is because the trees are healthy. Ayes: Warren, Stutt, C. Beuthien, M. Beuthien. Council member Guy abstained due to a conflict of interest, from a relation to the party requesting the removal of the trees.  

Council requested PW Superintendent, Kilburg; to obtain additional bids to present at the May meeting for the Reese/Pinter sewer separation. 

Council tabled the City Park Restroom Design until it is submitted by Mike Lawson.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by M. Beuthien to approve the list of sidewalk repair orders presented and request the repairs to be completed within 120 days, from the date the letters are sent. In addition, the City will have a curb cut in at the sidewalk approach of Clinton & East Street, At Fulton & East Street, and an approach created at East & Dewitt Street heading west. A City tree creating sidewalk compliance issues at 610 Sunnyside Street will not be cut down, however the City will pay to fix the sidewalk compliance issued caused by the tree. Ayes: All.  Council requested the City Clerk to research ADA Compliance for City owned sidewalk approaches and present the information at the May meeting. 

Motion by Stutt, Second by C. Beuthien to order a Garden Bench with a back in India Mist from Hansen Monuments for Dan Behr’s Memorial, to be placed near the side walk to the North of City Hall’s parking lot. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Guy, Second by Warren to accept the GM Ball Club Lease, in addition to the verbal agreement that the Ball Park restrooms are to remain locked. The restrooms are to be unlocked by the Ball Club for games. Ball park rentals may obtain a key to the restrooms at City Hall when making a reservation. The City will order a porta potty to be placed near the North pavilion to remain unlocked. Ayes: All. 

The IISC Downtown Visioning Plan was discussed.

Council requested Kilburg to continue to obtain bids for manholes. The manhole project will be discussed at the Budget workshop in January 2017. 

Council requested Kilburg to obtain additional bids for the tennis courts to present at the May meeting.

Motion by Warren, Second by M. Beuthien to approve recovering the City Hall sign with the proposed design by Custom Art & Signs. The PW department is to stain the existing posts/base to prepare for the new design. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Stutt, Second by M. Beuthien to pay down Kilburg’s Comp time balance to 40 hours. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Guy, Second by C. Beuthien to set a FY16 Budget Amendment Hearing at 6:55 p.m. on Monday May 9th, 2016 at City Hall. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Warren, Second by C. Beuthien to approve continued support of the HWY 30 Coalition and $50.00 annual dues. Ayes: All.

Storm Water Ordinance & Project discussion was tabled pending Attorney Pillers review of the proposed ordinance. 

Resolution No. 2016-07 “Resolution Setting Salaries” was introduced by Guy, with a Second by C. Beuthien to provide a 2.5% increase to the PW Superintendent’s wage. Roll Call: Warren- Nay, Stutt- Nay, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Nay. Motion failed 3 to 2. 

Motion by Guy, Second by C. Beuthien to set a third wage review in 90 days for PW Superintendent Kilburg. Ayes: M. Beuthien, Guy, C. Beuthien, Stutt. Nays: Warren. A 90 day review is set for July 11th, 2016. 

City Employee Report: Kilburg reported West Tech is coming to inspect and review the Water plant’s filters. Kilburg also reported he will be utilizing a comp day on 4/29/16. 

City Clerk’s Report: Conner asked Council if Building permits were to be approved by the Council, or continue with Kilburg approving them, and providing a copy to the Council. Council requested Kilburg to continue to handle permits. Conner reported there will be an RV parked at the ball park on the night of 4/21/16. The RV is with the awareness group “Walk with Mark for Counseling Assistance” sponsored by the Des Moines Pastoral Counseling Center. More information on the program can be found at www.dmpcc.org/WalkwithMark .  Conner asked the Council if they would like to update the Ordinance in reference to pet licensing late fees beginning on 4/1 as license expire on 10/1. Council noted they may consider doing so at a later time when another ordinance is updated. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Crosthwaite: Mayor Crosthwaite, reported a thank you was received from the Behr family for the funeral arrangements sent on behalf of the City.  Mayor Crosthwaite asked Kilburg to follow up with the property owner on Clinton Street regarding tires on the sidewalk. 

Chairperson Warren: Warren asked Kilburg when the lagoons were last calibrated & to ensure the consumer confidence report for water was posted. A property with junk vehicles in town was noted.

Chairperson C. Beuthien: C. Beuthien asked to add the City Welcome Signs landscaping project to the Budget amendment to have the signs completed by the 4th of July. C. Beuthien requested the Clerk to contact the DOT to ask if the ditch North of Hwy 30 & Smith Street could be inspected, to determine if it needs cleaned.

Chairperson Guy: Guy inquired if applications had been received for the part-time position. The hiring committee will meet at 5:15 p.m. on Monday April 18th to review the applications received. 

Chairperson M. Beuthien: M. Beuthien asked Kilburg to contact the Dewitt PW Dept. to determine how much they will charge to use the street sweeper and report back at the May meeting. Properties with junk vehicles in town & excessive mud on sidewalks were noted. 

Chairperson Stutt: No report at this time. 

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Guy to adjourn at 9:05 p.m. Ayes: All.
