Mayor Crosthwaite called for Citizen Inquiries: Ryan Jones addressed the Council with concerns on the amount of storm water run-off that gathers between his property and the City’s property. Council advised that they had reviewed the area on 9/8/16 and the City Engineer is reviewing options to present at the October 10th Council Meeting. Mr. Jones asked for permission to wait to repair the remaining areas of his sidewalk until the storm water plans were completed in the spring of 2016. Council requested it to be noted in the minutes that the sidewalk is to be repaired within 60 days of the completion of the storm water improvement project on Sunnyside Street. Council also explained to Mr. Jones that if he sells his property before the improvement project is complete, a certificate of sidewalk compliance is still required prior to selling the home.  

The Clinton County Sheriff’s report read and showed The Clinton County Sheriff’s Office spent 71.45 hours in the City of Grand Mound from July 26th, 2016 through August 25th, 2016. During this time, Deputies issued 2 citations, handled 2 incidents and answered 15 calls in the City of Grand Mound. 

City Attorney’s Report: Pillers, reported he has contacted Electro-Scan and is waiting for a reply from them. Attorney Pillers reported he will have the lateral letter copies sent to the City Clerk on 9/13/16.

The City park restroom design was discussed. The Council referred the contractor who had additional questions to contact Mike Lawson. 

Mayor Crosthwaite appointed Council member Figley to the special committee of “Police”. 

The speed trailer report was reviewed by Council. No stop sign will be added at the corner of Sunnyside & West Street; however the addition of a solar powered flashing light kit will be researched to be added to the speed limit sign in the area. Council requested the Public Works Department to obtain 2-3 additional bids for the solar light kits along with warranty information and to present the bids at the October meeting. 

A draft revision of the Nuisance code was presented by Attorney Pillers. The First reading of the Ordinance will be added to the October meeting. 
Motion by Warren, Second by Guy to accept the proposal from LaserFiche for an e-documents system and software, in addition to borrowing a scanner from LaserFiche for the City Clerk to be able to complete a back scanning program to be implemented this fiscal year.  Once the documents have been scanned in, hard copies will be purged. Ayes: All. 

Council requested the City Clerk to research compost policy samples to present at the October meeting.

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by M. Beuthien to file a lien on parcel ID 4600200000; for a sewer abatement bill, if the balance is not paid in full before 09/21/2016. Ayes: All. 

Motion by Guy, Second by Warren to file a lien on parcel ID 4600150000; for a sewer repair bill, if the balance is not paid in full before 09/21/2016.  Ayes: All. 

ISG sent an update on the 2016 Storm Sewer Improvement Project, and will be attending the 10/10/2016 City Council meeting to discuss the updates in further detail. 

Council briefly discussed the tour of the town from 9/8/16. Council would like to complete another tour in the spring of 2017. 

Ordinance No. 277-16 “Operation of UTVs on City Streets” was introduced by Guy with a motion to waive the second and third readings, there was a second by M. Beuthien. Roll Call: Warren- Aye, Figley- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien – Aye. Ordinance No. 277-16 was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite and will be posted on 9/13/16 for 10 days at City Hall, First Trust & Savings Bank, and the Post Office. A summary of the Ordinance will also be published in the Dewitt Observer. An electronic copy of the Ordinance is also available at www.cityofgrandmound.org, in addition to hard copies available at City Hall. 

Motion by Guy, Second by C. Beuthien to accept and approve Resolution No. 16-16 “Accept & Approve the FY16 Annual Financial Report”. Roll call: Warren- Aye, Figley- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye. Resolution 16-16 was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite. 

Motion by Guy, Second by M. Beuthien to accept and approve Resolution No. 16-17 “City of Grand Mound’s Organizational Chart”. Roll call: Warren- Aye, Figley- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye. Resolution 16-17 was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite.

Motion by Guy, Second by Warren to accept and approve Resolution No. 16-18 “City of Grand Mound’s Credit Card Use Policy”. Roll call: Warren- Aye, Figley- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye. Resolution 16-18 was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite.

Motion by Warren, Second by C. Beuthien to accept and approve Resolution No. 16-19 “City of Grand Mound Petty Cash Policy”. Roll call: Warren- Aye, Figley- Aye, C. Beuthien- Aye, Guy- Aye, M. Beuthien- Aye. Resolution 16-19 was signed by Mayor Crosthwaite.

City Employee’s Report: Public Works Superintendent Kilburg reported on the status of the lagoons and that he was hopeful they could hold until the end of the month, if not he would put a call into the DNR for approval. Council requested Kilburg to request the North side to be televised as soon as possible while the ground is saturated to get a better idea of the source of infiltration issues. Kilburg reported he had not received any information back on the sludge testing standards; Council member Warren reported he spoke with a source at the DNR who said the sludge testing results were not at a range that would require dredging of the lagoons at this point. Kilburg also reported he would be utilizing as much vacation time as possible over the next few weeks. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Clerk’s Report: City Clerk, Conner, reported that a grant had been awarded from Tree’s Forever to pay for the cost of the new trees at the ballpark, and one tree had been donated by the Phone company in memory of Dan Behr & will be planted near the bench at City Hall. Conner also reported that the planting date will be 10/17/16 and Boy Scouts Pack 29 would like to attend the event. Council requested the outhouse to be removed from the ball park by Nov 1st and put back at the park by March 1st. Conner reported the GM Museum was being honored with an award for Community Effort by the Preservation society of Iowa. The award will be accepted on September 15th between 10:00 a.m. - 12:00 p.m. at the Adler theatre in Davenport, Iowa. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Crosthwaite requested Mayor Pro Tem, Warren to attend the hazard mitigation meeting on 9/21/16, and the City Clerk to attend in Warren’s place if necessary. 

Chairperson Warren: No report.
Chairperson C. Beuthien: No report.
Chairperson Guy: No report.

Chairperson M. Beuthien: Beuthien asked if the Alley near 706 Sunnyside Street was still scheduled to be graded and sealed this year, Kilburg reported it was on the schedule for this fall. Beuthien also confirmed the sidewalk improvements near the intersection of East & Dewitt Street were still going to be completed this fall, Kilburg confirmed they are on the list. 

Chairperson Figley: Figley requested Kilburg to apply additional rock to be used to fill various street sections in town that have been washed out by the heavy rains. Figley also requested that trees being planted in the boulevard are being done so in accordance with the City Code to ensure future City Expenses are not incurred from trees that do not meet code with relation to species, clearance, and size. The City Code requires a permit to be obtained from the City prior to planting trees within the boulevard or any additional public ground. 

Motion by C. Beuthien, Second by Guy to adjourn at 9:20 p.m. Ayes; All.
